FROM THE RECTOR 
Sabbatical: noun  sabĿbatĿiĿcal: 
a period of time during which someone does not work at his or her regular job and is able to rest, 
travel, do research, etc. 
 
I think most of you know by now that I am taking a sabbatical for three months this summer. This is 
the first time I have ever taken one in my twenty-five years of ordained ministry. Iôve never felt like I 
could take one before, but with the addition of Diane Pike to our staff, the opportunity is there. Iôve 
had several of you ask me when I am going to be gone and what I will be doing. 
 
I begin my sabbatical on Monday, June 5th, the day after Pentecost Sunday. For the first week or so, 
I will simply rest. Then I am traveling by car to Virginia Theological Seminary where I will reside for a 
one-week residency. The class is on Contemporary Spirituality, and I have already begun the class 
with online work. Itôs an academic class, but I am not taking it for a grade, just for my own education. 
 
My sister lives in Eastern Pennsylvania, and once I finish my class, I will drive to her home to be 
with her family for about five days. Then I will be spending seven days at a Jesuit monastery doing a 
guided silent retreat. This means that I will meet with a spiritual director at least once a day, but 
otherwise will be silent. Iôm really looking forward to this! You can find out more about the type of 
retreat I am doing by going to this website: http://jesuitcenter.org/directred_retreats. 
 
After my retreat, I will drive back to Omaha, spend a few days at home, and then Margaret and I are 
spending some vacation time by going to the North Rim of the Grand Canyon. We were there about 
two years ago and loved it! Weôve rented a cabin on the rim and plan on enjoying the beauty of the 
area. After we return, my daughter, Rebekah, will be flying home from Edinburgh, Scotland, where 
she has spent the last year in a masterôs program in Philosophy. I will then be helping her move 
down to Kansas City where she will be working for a year. 
 
In August, my sisterôs triplets will be spending a couple of weeks with us while my sister and her 
husband take a much-needed vacation sans children. We look forward to having their children and 
plan on viewing the total eclipse of the sun while they are here. My last planned event will be a 
weekend in Indianapolis where I will attend a workshop on Discipleship groups, a project we have 
done with limited success at St. Andrewôs. The rest of my time will be down time. I will return to St. 
Andrewôs the day after Labor Day, September 5th.  
 
In the meantime, you will be in good hands with The Rev. Diane Pike and The Rev. Steve Karcher, 
along with our senior (Nancy Ponec) and junior (Lee Hammond) wardens and vestry. Also, our new 
Curate, The Rev. Tony Anderson, will be joining our staff as of July 15th. Iôm also pleased to 
announce that Tony will be ordained to the priesthood on Thursday, August 10th. I will be taking a 
brief break from my sabbatical for that occasion. Iôm also pleased to announce that The Rev. Steve 
Karcher will also be ordained to the priesthood on Holy Cross Day, Thursday, September 14th. 
Please mark your calendars for both of these dates. Steve will continue to be with us for a period of 
time and so we will have four priests on staff soon after I return.
